IOTH, THE 2010 “SHORT” SES-
s1oN OF THE NORTH CAROLINA GENERAL ASSEM-
BLY ADJOURNED SINE DIE. NOTABLY, FOR THE FIRST
TIME IN SEVEN YEARS, THE LEGISLATURE PASSED
THE STATE'S NEARLY $19 BILLION BUDGET BEFORE
THE BEGINNING OF THE NEW FISCAL YEAR. WHILE
THE MAJORITY OF THE EIGHT-WEEK SESSION
FOCUSED ON BUDGET NEGOTIATIONS, THERE WAS
THE USUAL HECTIC FLURRY OF ACTIVITY TO PASS
LEGISLATION IN THE LAST WEEK OF SESSION. ETH-
ICS REFORM, AN ENHANCED PROHIBITION ON VIDEO
GAMBLING, REFORM OF THE STATE’S 75-YEAR-OLD
Avrconoric BEveraGe ConTrOL (ABC) sysTEM,
AND A REQUIREMENT THAT PEOPLE ARRESTED FOR
CERTAIN OFFENSES PROVIDE A DNA sAMPLE TO
THE STATE WERE AMONG THE PLETHORA OF BILLS
PASSED IN THE FINAL 72 HOURS OF SESSION. SEV-
ERAL BILLS RELATED TO THE PROTECTION OF LIFE,
MARRIAGE, AND EDUCATIONAL CHOICE WERE LEFT
UNTOUCHED YET AGAIN.

Despite lower than expected revenue numbers,
the Legislature managed to balance the budget
without broad tax increases like those included in
last year’s budget, but even the cuts made are not
expected to prevent a budget shortfall approaching
$3 billion in 2011.

In a frenzy of activity at the end of May, the
General Assembly skirted any meaningful debate
on charter schools in the state when the leader-
ship pushed through a bill designed to garner more
points on the state’s application for federal Race to
the Top funds for innovation in education that did
nothing to address the real issue with education in
the state—a traditional public school monopoly.

Also on the educational front, students will now
have two excused absences that may be used for
religious holidays, provided that their parents give
advance written notice to the school.

One of the most important bills to pass this ses-
sion was a clarification of the state’s ban on video
poker. The law clarifies that the existing ban applies
to the newer Internet sweepstakes, which require
players to purchase phone or Internet time in order
to gain access to games of chance. The games had
been spreading like wildfire throughout the state.

In the wee hours of the morning of July 10, an
ethics reform bill was passed that has brought wide-
spread criticism for being more bark than bite. Still,
in the midst of continuing investigations into the

campaigns of the former and sitting governors as
well as a number of current and former candidates
for public office in the state—and during an elec-
tion year—the General Assembly could not afford
to do nothing.

The state’s ABC system found itself at the center
of much conversation for the duration of the session
as numerous groups worked through numerous
versions of a reform bill to update one of the oldest
and least changed systems in the country.

On election day, voters will be asked to consider
an amendment to the North Carolina Constitu-
tion. No, not an amendment to place the definition
of marriage as the union of a man and a woman
away from the prying hands of activist judges and
partisan politically expedient legislators. Voters will
consider whether the State Constitution should
prohibit felons from running for and serving as
sheriffs in counties across the state.

The 2011-2012 Session of the North Carolina
General Assembly is scheduled to convene at Noon
on Wednesday, January 26, 2011—two and a half
months after the November general elections that
will see all 170 seats in the Legislature up for grabs.

Researching Votes

This piece includes information on select votes
taken by the House and Senate during the 2010
Legislative Session. Throughout the session, we
reported on the progress of many of these bills.
This report is not intended to be a “voter’s guide,”
although many citizens may want to use this infor-
mation to talk with legislators about their posi-
tions on various issues.
