Selected Votes from the 2007 Legislative Session

Compiled from official legislative records by John L. Rustin and Tami L. Fitzgerald

The 2007 Session of the North Caro-
lina General Assembly, which began on
January 24, was gaveled to a close six
months later, on August 2. State law-
makers introduced over 3,600 bills and
approved a record-setting $20.7 billion
budget for the state’s 2007-08 fiscal year.

Throughout the session, activities in
the state capitol were overshadowed by
ongoing state and federal investigations
into political corruption surrounding the
lottery, video poker and other interests.
Ultimately, charges were brought against
former Speaker of the House Jim Black
(D-Mecklenburg), who resigned his House
seat in February and was sentenced to over
five years in federal prison and fined more
than $1 million.

Related investigations also resulted in
the conviction of Black-appointee, former
State Lottery Commissioner Kevin Ged-
dings, who failed to disclose substantial
income he received from lottery vendor
Scientific Games and was sentenced to
four years in prison. Likewise, former
Rep. Mike Decker, who pleaded guilty
to accepting over $50,000 from Black to
switch his party affiliation from Repub-
lican to Democrat and vote for Black for
Speaker in 2003, was also sentenced to
four years in prison. Meredith Norris, a
lobbyist who also served as Black’s politi-
cal director, failed to register as a lobbyist
for Scientific Games and has been banned
from lobbying for two years.

This session, lawmakers failed for a
fourth year in-a-row to allow the citizens
of the state to define marriage in the State
Constitution as the “union of one man
and one woman at one time.” Although a
marriage amendment bill made it out of
committee and to the House floor for the
first time, House Speaker Joe Hackney
(D-Orange) denied representatives the op-
portunity to vote on the measure when he

sent HB 493 —Defense of Marriage from
the floor to the Judiciary 1 Committee
where the bill saw no action and died.
The House passed the pro-homosexual
“bullying bill,” which would have created
special rights for public school students
and staff on the basis of “sexual orienta-
tion” and “gender identity or expression.”
The Senate, however, stripped the contro-
versial language from HB 1366 —School
Violence Prevention Act before returning

the bill to the House. The House refused
to accept the Senate version, and HB 1366
remains eligible for 2008.

The House also passed a bill to allow
the use of state taxpayer dollars to fund
destructive embryonic stem cell research,
but the Senate did not discuss HB 1837 —
Stem Cell Research and Wellness Act
prior to adjournment.

The Senate defeated a bill in commit-
tee that would have abolished the mar-
riage-friendly civil actions of alienation
of affections and criminal conversation,
while a House committee rejected a pro-

posal to abolish North Carolina’s criminal
statute for adultery and fornication. The
House also defeated a bill to ban corporal
punishment in public schools.

Researching Votes

This issue of Findings includes infor-
mation on select votes taken by the House
and Senate during the 2007 Legislative
Session. Throughout the session, we
reported on the progress of many of these
bills. This report is not intended to be a
“voter's guide,” although many citizens
may want to use this information to talk
with legislators about their positions on
various issues. Additional “Votes” papers
from prior legislative sessions are avail-
able on our website at: www.ncfamily.org.

If you are interested in researching
how members of the General Assembly
voted on certain issues yourself, you can
access the General Assembly website at
www.ncleg.net, or visit the General As-
sembly library in the legislative building
in Raleigh. The library has copies of every
bill introduced during the session, all
amendments considered on the floor of the
House and Senate, copies of all conference
reports on bills, and copies of all recorded
House and Senate floor votes.

You can also access much of this infor-
mation on the General Assembly website,
which contains a wealth of information
including phone numbers and addresses of
legislators, legislative committee assign-
ments, and bill information. Voting records
can be found in the “History of Votes”
section of the “Legislation” page and also
on each individual bill history page (if a
recorded vote was taken in the House or
Senate on the bill you are researching.)

Being informed on legislation and
voting records is an effective way to influ-
ence your lawmakers as you advocate for
important public policy issues.

House 2nd reading vote on the HCS for HB 9—School Capital Fund Formula/Lottery Proceeds.
The HCS for HB 9 would change the formula for the allocation of lottery proceeds for school construction.

House 2nd reading vote on the HCS2 for HB 30—Study Performance of Charter Schools.
The HCS2 for HB 30 would create a Legislative Special Commission to study the performance of charter schools,
their impact on student achievement, and the appropriateness of the current cap on the number of charter schools.

House 3rd reading vote on the HCS for HB 445— Access to Information for Adult Adoptees.
The HCS for HB 445 allows adoption agencies and local departments of social services to act as “confidential
intermediaries” to facilitate contact between adult adoptees and biological parents after obtaining written consent.

House 2nd reading vote on the HCS for HB 461 —Lottery Advertising Compliance Act.
The HCS for HB 461 would prohibit advertising of the state lottery at high school sporting events and venues.

House vote on Motion to Concur with SCS for HB 634 — Advance Directives/Health Care Power of Attorney.
The SCS for HB 634 rewrites N.C.’s health care power of attorney and living wills laws and introduces a new
Medical Order for Scope of Treatment (MOST) form governing end of life care.

House 2nd reading vote on the HCS for HB 853 —Prohibit Corporal Punishment in Schools.
The HCS for HB 853 would have banned the use of corporal punishment in public schools.

House 3rd reading vote on the HCS for HB 878 — Eminent Domain.
The HCS for HB 878 as amended would allow N.C. voters to amend the N.C. Constitution to prohibit the taking of
private property for economic development purposes.

House vote on Amendment #1 to the HCS2 for HB 1366 —School Violence Prevention Act.
Amendment #1, by Rep. Paul Stam (R-Wake), to remove a section of HB 1366 enumerating special classifications
including “gender identity or expression” and “sexual orientation.”

House 2nd reading vote on HCS2 for HB 1366 —School Violence Prevention Act.

The HCS for HB 1366 would require all local school districts to adopt policies prohibiting bullying or harassment
defined in part as “acts reasonably perceived as being motivated by any actual or perceived characteristic”
including “gender identity or expression” and “sexual orientation.”

House vote on Amendment #7 to the HCS2 for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.
Amendment #7, by Rep. Cary Allred (R-Alamance), to increase the statewide cap on charter schools from 100 to 125.

House vote on Amendment #11 to the HCS2 for HB 1473 —2007 Appropriations Act.
Amendment #11, by Rep. Verla Insko (D-Orange), to remove a provision from the budget bill that would have
appropriated funds for pilot programs that provide “sterile syringes” to drug addicts at taxpayer expense.

House 2nd reading vote on the HCS2 for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.

The HCS? for HB 1473 would: authorize the spending of $20.3 billion for the 2007-08 fiscal year, continue the state
sales tax rate at 4.25% until July 1, 2009; extend the upper income tax rate at 8% through 2009; downgrade the
anticipated net revenues from the state lottery to $350 million, create a new earned income tax credit of 5% for the
working poor; provide a one-time appropriation of $100 million to counties for Medicaid; and make other changes.

House vote to adopt conference report for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.

The Conference Report on the HCS2 for HB 1473 spends $20.7 billion for the 2007-08 fiscal year; makes the 2001
“temporary” state sales tax increase permanent at 4.25%; eliminates the 2001 “temporary” increase in the upper
income tax bracket; includes a 3.5% earned income tax credit for the working poor, includes a 3-year state takeover
of the counties’ share of Medicaid in exchange for allowing county voters to vote on additional local sales or land
transfer taxes; downgrades anticipated net revenues from the state lottery to $350 million; and makes other changes.

House vote on Amendment #1 to the HCS for HB 1837 —Stem Cell Research Health & Wellness Act.
Amendment #1, by Rep. Earl Jones (D-Guilford), to limit HB 1837 so the restrictions placed on human embryonic stem
cell research apply only to “state funded” research and not embryonic stem cell research funded through other means.

House vote on Amendment #2 to the HCS for HB 1837 —Stem Cell Research Health & Wellness Act.
Amendment #2, by Rep. Mark Hilton (R-Catawba), to allow state-funded research to use only non-embryonic stem cells.

House 3rd reading vote on the HCS for HB 1837 —Stem Cell Research Health & Wellness Act.

The HCS for HB 1137 permits state-funded research using human embryonic stem cells if: (1) the stem cells were
derived from excess human embryos donated from in vitro fertilization clinics, (2) the embryos would never be
implanted in a woman and would otherwise be discarded, and (3) the embryos were donated with written informed
consent and without any financial inducement.

House 2nd reading vote on the SCS for SB 125— Alcohol Inhalers Illegal.

The SCS for SB 125 bans the possession and use of alcohol vaporizing devices, which are used to induce intoxication.

House 2nd reading vote on the SCS for SB 260—Schools Provide Information on Cervical Cancer.

The SCS for SB 260 requires public schools to provide information to the parents of 5th—12th graders about cervical
cancer, cervical dysplasia, and human papillomavirus; the vaccines available to prevent these diseases; the benefits
and possible side effects of the vaccines; and it encourages parochial and private schools to provide the same.
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The letters “HCS” and “SCS” in the descriptions above stand for “House Committee Substitute” and “Senate Committee Substitute,” respectively.

Compiling the Votes:

The votes in this edition of Findings are taken from actual tally sheets provided by the Principal Clerks’ offices in the North Carolina House
and Senate after each day’s session. They include information such as the date and time of the vote; the vote sequence number; the subject of the
vote - whether an amendment, a reading (there are two reading votes on each bill), a conference report, concurrence, or other; the bill sponsor; the
version of the bill; the legislative day number; the presiding officer; and the votes. We have reported the votes as they occurred with some explana-
tion of the question before the House or Senate.

The Speaker of the House votes at his pleasure. The Lieutenant Governor, who normally presides over the Senate, can only vote to break a tie.

Senate 2nd reading vote on the SCS for SB 125— Alcohol Inhalers Illegal.
The SCS for SB 125 bans the possession and use of alcohol vaporizing devices, which are used to induce intoxication.

Senate vote on Amendment #1 to the SCS for SB 260—Schools Provide Information on Cervical Cancer.
Amendment #1, by Sen. Katie Dorsett (D-Guilford), to require that information given to parents about the HPV
vaccines, also include the benefits and possible side effects of the vaccines.

Senate 3rd reading vote on the SCS for SB 260 —Schools Provide Information on Cervical Cancer.

The SCS for SB 260 requires public schools to provide information to the parents of Sth— 12th graders about cervical
cancer, cervical dysplasia, and human papillomavirus; the vaccines available to prevent these diseases; the benefits
and possible side effects of the vaccines; and it encourages parochial and private schools to provide the same.

Senate 2nd reading vote on the SCS for SB 954—Popular Election.

The SCS for SB 954 would change the way in which North Carolina would cast its electoral votes in a national
Presidential election by entering North Carolina into a National Popular Vote compact with other states whereby
the winner of the national popular vote in a Presidential election would receive all of North Carolina’s electoral
votes, regardless of which candidate won the popular vote in North Carolina.

Senate 3rd reading vote on the SCS for SB 1046 — Advance Directives/Health Care Power of Attorney.
The SCS for SB 1046 would rewrite North Carolina’s health care power of attorney and living wills laws and
introduce a new Medical Order for Scope of Treatment (MOST) form governing end of life care. (Many of the
provisions of SB 1046 were put into HB 634, which ultimately passed.)

Senate 2nd reading vote on the HCS for HB 445— Access to Information for Adult Adoptees.
The HCS for HB 445 allows adoption agencies and local departments of social services to act as “confidential
intermediaries” to facilitate contact between adult adoptees and biological parents after obtaining written consent.

Senate 3rd reading vote on SCS for HB 634— Advance Directives/Health Care Power of Attorney.
The SCS for HB 634 rewrites N.C.’s health care power of attorney and living wills laws and introduces a new
Medical Order for Scope of Treatment (MOST) form governing end of life care.

Senate 3rd reading vote on SCS for HB 1366 —School Violence Prevention Act.

The SCS for HB 1366 would require all local school districts to adopt policies prohibiting bullying or harassment
in public schools but removes a provision included by the House that enumerates specially protected classes
including “gender identity or expression” and “sexual orientation.”

Senate vote on Amendment #1 to the SCS2 for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.

Amendment #1, by Sen. Steve Goss (D-Watauga), to remove a provision from the budget bill that would have
appropriated funds for community-based safe-syringe programs, which would give needles, syringes, and other
drug paraphernalia to intravenous drug users and provide program participants immunity from the state’s drug
paraphernalia laws.

Senate 2nd reading vote on the SCS2 for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.

The SCS2 for HB 1473 would authorize the spending of $20.036 billion for the 2007-08 fiscal year; discontinue
the “temporary” 4.25% state sales tax increase; discontinue the “temporary” upper income tax rate increase;
downgrade the anticipated net revenues from the state lottery to $350 million; and make other changes.

Senate vote to adopt conference report for HB 1473—2007 Appropriations Act.

The Conference Report on the HCS2 for HB 1473 spends $20.7 billion for the 2007-08 fiscal year,; makes the 2001
“temporary” state sales tax increase permanent at 4.25%; eliminates the 2001 “temporary” increase in the upper
income tax bracket; includes a 3.5% earned income tax credit for the working poor, includes a 3-year state takeover
of the counties’ share of Medicaid in exchange for allowing county voters to vote on additional local sales or land
transfer taxes; downgrades anticipated net revenues from the state lottery to $350 million; and makes other changes.
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The letters “HCS” and “SCS” in the descriptions above stand for “House Committee Substitute” and “Senate Committee Substitute,” respectively.
